Westmeath County Council will offer annual bursaries in respect of the professional development of individual professional artists practicing in any of the artistic disciplines outlined in the County Arts plan. Examples of professional development include:

· Opportunities to facilitate a shift in direction of work

· Opportunities to create a new body of work

· Further educational or training opportunities

· Development opportunities in other countries

· Opportunities to be professionally mentored

· Funding for Materials or Equipment

· Opportunities to apply directly to the Tyrone Guthrie Centre for a residential.

Bursaries will be awarded on the basis of artistic or cultural merit.
Individual Bursaries will be in the region of €500
Please note this scheme is competitive.

Recipients of grant aid must acknowledge the sponsorship role of Westmeath County Council in all publicity material including brochures, posters programmes and websites. 

CRITERIA
General criteria – these apply to all applications received by this office.

• Applications must be submitted before the stated deadline and must be fully completed and signed. Late applications will not be accepted.
• Any requested accompanying material must be submitted.

• Applicants must be located or provide services within Westmeath County Council’s administrative area.

• The work in respect of which funding is sought must be artistic in nature.

• You must demonstrate efforts to secure income from other sources.

• You must demonstrate observance of standard codes of practice in general welfare issues – such as, child first guidelines, health and safety regulations, and equal opportunities.

• You must have procedures in place for the documentation and evaluation of the work.
CRITERIA SPECIFIC TO INDIVIDUAL BURSARIES 
• Artistic ambition and excellence.

• Quality of artistic samples.

• Quality of proposed artistic encounter.

• Potential impact on individual’s artistic or cultural development.

• Impact on Westmeath’s cultural life and in line with Westmeath Arts Plan.

• Documentary evidence or proof regarding planned encounter (e.g. attendance at conference etc) 
• Encounter must take place within the year of application.

• Quality of plans for evaluation and feedback to Westmeath County Council.

Applicants must complete all sections of the form. All questions must be answered even if it is to state that the question is not relevant. The form must be completed, signed and received by the Westmeath County Council Arts Office by Thursday March 1st 2012 at 4pm.
The application form may be typed or hand-written. Please complete in block capitals.
